How to Achieve State Accreditation

1. If school meets the benchmark for the current year or 3-year average for a subject at each grade level, the school has met the accreditation standard.

OR

2. Alternate Benchmark:  If school meets benchmark for current year or 3-year average for the combined grade-level tests in a subject, school has met that accreditation standard.  Must meet highest standard of the combined grades (Grades 3, 4, and 5 English combined must meet/exceed 75%; Grades 3 & 5 science or history combined must meet/exceed 70% benchmark.)

Adjustments to SOA pass rates

1. Scores for tests coded with SOA LEP and SOA Transfer adjustments are included/excluded on student-by-student basis if pass/fail the test.

2. Scores identified as retest (EOC or modified standard diploma students retaking the grade 8 reading or mathematics tests only) are included if the test was passed and excluded if the test was failed.

3. If EOC test is passed on retake within same accreditation year as initial test taken, the failing score of the initial test will be excluded from calculations.  This will occur primarily in the Spring Expedited Retake window.

4. Recovery for Grades 4-8 mathematics and reading and EOC mathematics and reading counts in numerator and denominator only if pass.

a. Grades 4-8 students

i. Counts twice if student passed test.

ii. Counts once if student failed test.

b. EOC Reading (English 11) and EOC Mathematics

i. Counts twice upon first retake if passed.

ii. Does not count on first retake if failed.

c. Grade 9 students retaking Grade 8 mathematics or reading under remediation recovery

i. Counts twice upon first retake if passed.

ii. Does not count on first retake if failed.

5. VAAP, VGLA, and VSEP results are included in SOA pass rate calculations applying the same rules as for SOL testing.

For a school to be considered to have ‘met AYP’, one of the following cases must be met:

Case 1: Benchmarks met

· Meet or exceed the participation and performance benchmarks for combined grade levels in reading and mathematics for the following subgroups:

a. SWD (excluding 504s)

b. LEP

c. Economically Disadvantaged

d. Major Ethnic groups (Caucasian, African American, Hispanic)

e. All Students

AND

· Meet, exceed, or show improvement against the Other Academic Indicator (OAI) target for overall population (not by subgroup)

a. Elementary and Middle – Attendance (or other OAI if selected)

b. High – Graduation Rate

Case 2:   3-Year Performance Achievement (averaging)
· If school has an average 3-year performance achievement that meets the performance benchmark on Grades 3-5, Grades 6- 8, and EOC tests, AYP is made for that benchmark.

AND

· Meets, exceeds, or shows improvement for the OAI as described in Case 1.

Case 3:  Safe Harbor

· School reduces the failure rate of a performance benchmark by 10% AND 

a. meets the AMO in the OAI  for that subgroup 

or 

b. shows improvement in the OAI for that subgroup,

For high schools, the OAI used for safe harbor was science until 2006-2007.  The high school safe harbor OAI is now graduation rate.

AND

· Meets, exceeds, or shows improvement for the OAI as described in Case 1.

Adjustments to AYP pass rates

1. AYP Transfer Adjustments

a. A – Transfer within the division after Sept 30, 2008.

b. B – Transfer from another Virginia public school division after Sept 30, 2008.

c. C – Transfer from outside of Virginia public schools (out of state, private school, home schooling) after Sept 30, 2008 or not continuously enrolled in Virginia schools as of the date of testing.

2. AYP Adjustment – LEP

a. D – LEP students with LEP proficiency of 1, 2, 3, or 4 or in Monitor Year 1 or 2 AND who have been enrolled in U.S. schools less than 12 months.

3. Retest passers on EOC assessments will be included in the calculation of AYP.

4. If an EOC test is passed on a retake within the same testing year as the initial test was taken, the failing score of the initial test will be excluded from calculations.  

5. The population of tests represented by grade 9 students retaking the grade 8 mathematics or reading test under recovery are excluded from AYP. 

6. SWD Proxy Percent (15% Reading, 16% Mathematics for 08-09 data).  Proxy Percent must be approved each year by the USDOE.

7. VGLA scores will be included in AYP according to the same rules as SOL data.

8. VAAP - For the Virginia Alternate Assessment Program (VAAP), the same rules as SOL tests apply.  At the division level, there is a 1% cap on the number of passing VAAP tests that can be used for AYP calculations. Unless the division gets a waiver from DOE, passing tests in excess of 1% of fall membership will be counted as failing.  When a test is reassigned as failing, it is counted as failing at the school, division and state level.

9. VSEP - Students participating in the Virginia Substitute Evaluation Plan (VSEP) are counted as nonparticipants.  For performance, all tests are excluded from the calculations regardless if the student passed or failed the test.

10. Small N value:  <50

NOTE:  Small N does not apply to the OAI.
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
